(6%). While 73.1% (267,641) of residents 5 years and over in Solano County speak 
only English at home, a clear majority, a little less than 26.3% (96,107) speak a 
language other than English. Of the 96,107 residences speaking a language other than 
English in Solana County, 41,967 speak some English but not very well. Because 
reception develops faster than expression, when learning a language, limited English 
speaking residences typically understand more English than they can speak Spanish is 
the predominate language of 54,486 residence.

It further states that “Hunger is a symptom of 
poverty; far too many families experience devastating health consequences when their 
low wages or modest public benefits can’t cover the cost of food, housing and utilities.” 
This often leads to obesity in young children as well as total households.  Families living 
in poverty have very limited access to nutritious foods and often lack the information 
need to make good nutrition choice in food selection.

Oral Health in Solano and Napa Counties 

According to a 2007 Children Now report on oral health in California, children from very-
low income families (earning less than $16,000 per year for a family of 3) and Latino 
children are most likely to miss school due to oral health problems. The report goes on 
to say that Asian American children and children in low-income families (earning 
between $16,600 and $33, 200 per year for a family of 3) were least likely to be 
covered by dental insurance. This trend is reflected in the Solano County and Napa 
County data as shown in the chart below. Dental insurance of families with children 0 to 
18 is low. Only 11.6% of the children in Solano and 22% of children in Napa County 
have dental insurance.

The Child Care Health Advocates surveyed families with young children in Early Care 
and Education settings to discover barriers to better oral health in children. The results 
of the survey are outlined in the chart below.  The most significant discovery of this 
work is that all of these barriers can be addressed with time, money and education. 
 
Oral Health Needs Identified by Families 

More than 25% of preschool and elementary school children in California have no 
dental insurance. There is no indication that this static does not reflect the dental health 
insurance needs of Solano and Napa counties. Not having dental insurance would have 
a significant effect on oral health of low-income children and families and Head Start 
eligible children.  
 
Other factors affecting oral health needs in California and in Solano and Napa Counties 
include the lack of dental health professional and pediatric care in all areas of the 
counties.  Some cultures put dental health as a low priority looking at loosing teeth as 
the natural part of aging. These families tend to take their children to the dentist when 
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they have mouth or tooth pain. The trend in the country let alone the state and the 
counties towards fat foods, pre-packaged food that are high in sugar, fat and sodium 
contributes to very poor nutrition in families having a great affect on dental health 
needs. Low reimbursement rates and the availability of low-income insurance programs 
discourage and limit the number of dental care providers who will work with low-income 
families.

It is significant to note that 11.3% of African American infants are born with low birth 
weights in spite of 72% of African American pregnant mothers receiving prenatal care 
in Solano County.  African Americans are the fourth largest population group but it has 
the largest percentage of low birth weight babies in Solano. 
 

Children with Disabilities 

The North Bay Regional Center in Solano County (NBRC) is a major provider of services 
for children with disabilities for children zero to age five. In 2006, NBRC enrolled an 
estimated 481 children in the very tender age range of 0 - 3 years. Of the 481 enrolled 
only 380 were active. Mental Retardation, Cerebral Palsy, and Autism/Epilepsy are the 
prevalent types of disabilities of children in the program. Such a large number of 
children in this age group with these types of disabilities are disturbing. 
 
In comparison, Child Start’s 2006 Program Information Report (PIR) shows that they 
served 103 children with disabilities with speech and language being the prevalent 
disabilities. CSI is not serving children with the types of prevalent disabilities 
emphasized by the North Bay Regional Center in 2006. CSI must decide if they are 
prepared to serve children with deep physical and/or mental needs. 
 
Service and Resources for Children with Disabilities 

As indicated in the chart below, Solano County's Special Education program provides 
multiple services for children zero to five.  A list of services and resources in Solano 
County for children with disabilities is provided below.

Violent and Drug Crimes by Cities in Solano and Napa Counties 

The FBI’s Uniform Crime Reports Program (UCR) collects information from local law enforcement agencies about crimes 
reported to police.  The UCT Crime Index includes seven offenses; homicide, forcible rape, robbery, aggravated assault, 
burglary, larceny-theft, and motor vehicle theft.  As would be expected, the cities with the highest population Fairfield, 
Vallejo, Vacaville, and Napa City, have the largest incidences of violent crime. Greatest area of crime of 10 areas report 
by the FBI is property crime followed by larceny. 
 
It is significant that while Vallejo is not the most populated city in either county it has the highest levels of drug crime and 
violence in most categories. Equally significant is that all cities have a very low level of murder and non-negligent 
manslaughter.

Rosemary Kennedy, Child Abuse Prevention Coordinator, The Children’s Network of 
Solano County points out that “on a single day at the Solano County Claybank and 
downtown detention facilities in Fairfield, 603 inmates with a total of 1053 children 
were incarcerated—897 of these children were minors, 38% (approximately 340) were 
between the ages of 0-5 years. She further writes that, “there are approximately 29,000 
children with an incarcerated parent in Solano County.  Estimates are that 9% of 
California’s children have a parent(s) that are involved with the criminal justice system. 
Additional, Rosemary Kennedy notes that,” in California alone there are an estimated 
856,000 children with a parent currently involved in the state judicial system.”  
Charlene Wear Simmons, Ph.D, author of Children of Incarcerated Parents (CRB) 
estimated that in California approximately 195,000 children have parent in state prison, 
97,000 have parents in jail and 564,000 children have parents on parole or probation. 
 
Dr. Denise Johnson, Director of the Center for Children of Incarcerated Parents at 
Pacific Oaks College in Pasadena, California, has studied the impact of parental crime, 
arrest and incarceration on children’s development.  Her work is summarized in the 
table on the next page.

The red areas are the zip code areas (94571, 
94533, & 94590) with high reports of child abuse and neglect followed by medium high 
areas (94589, 95620, & 95688) are orange, medium low areas (95687, 94585, 94512) 
are gold and low areas (94510, 94591, & 94535) white.  The range for each category is 
based on reported incidence per 1,000 children (low - 14.6 to 20.4, medium low - 20.5 
to 29.8,medium high - 29.9 to 36.4, high - 36.5+).

In the state of California a longitudinal analysis of a cohort of children found that 
491,043 children ages 0-17 entering child welfare or probation supervised foster care 
for the first time. This is approximately 5.1% of the total children in the state 
population of children in this age range. Five percent is a disturbing number. Solano 

County also has a disturbing number of children entering the system for the first time. 
In comparison to the state, in Solano County 3,429 children ages 0-17 enter the system 
annually. This amounts for approximately 82% of the total population of children in the 
county.

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EDUCATION AND CHILD CARE 

 
Education Opportunities 

Solano County has a wide range of educational opportunities for children and adults. 
There are seven public school districts in the county. Each city has its' own school 
district with Fairfield-Suisun combining to create the largest district at 23,370 children. 
Travis Air Force Base has a district and the Solano County Office of Education has a 
small district. The total number of public schools in Solano County is 88. Public school 
enrollment for 2004/05 was 71,489 children in grades from Kindergarten through grade 
12 with an upgraded elementary level and an upgraded secondary level. (Source: 
County of Solano Facts & Figure, 2005 p. 8)  
 
Three colleges and universities--Solano Community College, California Maritime 
Academy, and Touro University provide educational opportunities for adults. The closest 
State Universities to the County are Sonoma State University located in Rohnert Park 
about 50 miles to the north and San Francisco State University about 50 miles to the 
southwest. University of California at Berkeley and University of California at Davis are 
the closes universities in the University of California system.  
 
Child Care Supply and Demand 

The term Child Care Center as used here includes all types of center based care and 
education of children conducted in a facility outside of a home (this includes state 
preschool, Head Start, Early Head Start, school age, and child development, etc.).  
 
In Solano County a 2005 assessment of supply is illustrated in Table 51 below. The 
incongruity between the vast need for childcare and the insufficient supply of childcare 
seems a problem for every community where there are large numbers of families with 
children below the age of 13. Solano and Napa Counties are no different. Table 51 
demonstrates that the number of childcare center sites dropped by 9 sites and family 
childcare homes dropped by 94 sites between 2003 and 2005. This caused a drop in the 
number of center base slots by 509 and the number of family childcare home slots by 
729.  There were 18 less infant/toddler, 620 less preschool slots and 129 school age 
slots in childcare centers. The total number of childcare in the county is 11,335.  
 
Because Family Childcare licenses do not specify particular age groups, a breakdown of 
slots by age is not available and is therefore not reflected in the data table below. "NA" 
Table 51, below in the Family Child Care Homes sections of the table, represents "Not 
Available".

This report indicates that the demand for childcare is directly tied into the number of 
families and children that are on the Solano Family and Children Services Centralized 
Eligibility List (CEL). This list was created as a way for families to apply for subsidized 
childcare. Childcare agencies use the CEL to assist them in identifying eligible children 
to fill their vacancies. “Eligibility” means that the children are ranked by eligibility 
factors such as income, family size and need.  In addition, this report considers the 
total number of households with children less than 6 years of age.

Childcare Services Serving Head Start Eligible Children 
The state of California provides funding in the form of subsidies to a variety of childcare 
programs. The majority of these programs provide some form of childcare to low-
income children most of which are Head Start eligible. The following programs can be 
found in Solano and Napa Counties: 
 
Alternative Payment Program - includes in-home care, family childcare, center 
care, unlicensed homes, and exempt providers. The intent of AP programs is to provide 
parents with as wide a variety of childcare choice as possible. 
 
State Preschool Programs - serve children 3 - 5 years from low-income families in a 
part day, part-year program. These programs provide a basic school readiness actively 
involved in the program. Like Head Start the programs also provide health, nutrition, 
social services and staff development services. Many Head Start programs in California 
also run State Preschool Programs. 
 
Migrant Childcare and Development Programs - are programs that serve 
children while their parents do agricultural work. They provide the same basic care, 
educational curriculum comprehensive services as Head Start and General Childcare and 
Development Programs. 
 
General Childcare and Development Programs - provide comprehensive care 
education services for infants through age 12. Through out the year these programs 
provide as little as 2 hours of to as long as 10 hours or more a day five, days of week.

Campus Childcare and Development Programs - are open to all students 
enrolled for at least 6 units of course work facility and staff of the college. Priority 
enrollment is given to students. They provide the same basic care, educational 
curriculum and comprehensive services as Head Start and General Childcare and 
Development Programs. 
 
California School Age Families Education (Cal-SAFE) - provides comprehensive 
services to infants and toddlers, to pregnant and parenting students and their children. 
The focus is on providing childcare and support to all teen parents who are moving 
toward earning their high school diploma. 
 
CalWORKS Child Care-provides a range of welfare-to-work work services.  Child 
Care is provided with state and federal funds.
