Goal Setting with Families 

Opening initial conversations with a family with direct reference to goal-setting is not always the most effective 
strategy. Focus instead on first building trust and letting the family lead the conversation: once a positive relationship 
has been established, it becomes much easier to talk about goals. We realize that goal setting is not a quick or 
necessarily easy process, and it involves a lot more than just filling out an agreement. Explore these six relationship-
based skills that may help you identify and set goals with families.
